ZGN PRODUCTIONS 
Event Agreement

THIS INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) dated ______________________________________________ (the “Effective Date”) is made between  ______________________________________ (the “Client”), and ZGN Productions/Chris Hanna (the “Freelancer”), for the purpose of setting forth the exclusive terms and conditions by which Client desires to acquire Freelancer’s services. In consideration of the mutual obligations specified in this Agreement, the parties, intending to be legally bound hereby, agree to the following:

1. Services.  Client retains Freelancer, and Freelancer agrees to provide for Client, certain items set forth in Exhibit A to this Agreement (the “Services”).

2. Consideration / Compensation:
(a) In exchange for the delivery and performance of all Services to be rendered to the Client in a commercially reasonable manner consistent with industry standards and the scope described in Exhibit A, the Client shall provide Freelancer, as full and complete compensation, the sum of  $ __________________ (the sum total) to be paid (in part) on the Production Date. A deposit in the sum of $ _____________________ will be due ______________________________________________. The remainder of $ ____________________ will be due on the Production Date. The Freelancer will cover travel expenses with the sum total. 

(b) If the total amount of travel expenses exceed 50% of the sum total, the Freelancer may seek reimbursement for any expenses that exceed this amount, as long as each expense is within or below the average market value. This does not guarantee reimbursement of any amount, only allows the Freelancer the option to petition the Client with reasonable evidence. For each day after the due date that a payment is not received, a daily non-payment fee of $30.00 will be added to the balance. The Freelancer shall have no obligation to deliver any media or perform any duties whatsoever until all outstanding balances are paid in full. 



(c) The Production Date is  __________________________________________ - exact time scheduling will be decided later. Time changes will be allowed upon recorded agreement (email, SMS text, phone call or written letter) of both parties up to 48hrs before the Production Date. If time or date changes are requested after 48hrs before the Production Date, there is no guarantee of any accommodation for the change.

3. Event Logistics:
(a) The Destination of the Production is located in  _______________________________. The Freelancer will book flights, car rental and accommodations with the sum total. The Freelancer retains the right to arrive earlier than necessary to perform the requirements or to depart on a later date after the Production has been performed, as long as this does not interfere in any way with performing the duties outlined in this Agreement. Should “transportation” (defined as plane travel, rental car travel, personal vehicle travel, or any other mode of transportation used to arrive and depart for the purpose of performing the duties on the Production Date) be delayed or cancelled in such a manner that the Freelancer is prevented from performing the duties outlined in this agreement, the Freelancer will provide proof of the delay or cancellation and the contract will be cancelled - a partial or full refund may be negotiated depending on extenuating circumstances. If the Freelancer fails to perform the duties because of negligence or an act of the part of the Freelancer, a full refund will be due to the Client. Any non-refundable travel or accommodation expenses incurred by Freelancer shall be deducted from any refund. Under no circumstances shall Freelancer be required to refund amounts already expended in reliance on this Agreement.





(b)  _______________ Package: Highlight Montage Video of  ___________mins in length, Event Photography

1) Highlight Montage Video includes video production (4K quality multi-camera video), video editing & color correction, graphics & music outsourcing. Filming production includes full service video production for the allotted time (see 3e). Final product will be delivered digitally. Raw footage is ________________________

2) Event Photography includes full photography production during the event and full editing services. Photo delivery will be transferred digitally through PassGallery and will be approximately  _________ photos in total. Raw photography is _______________________________________________________________________________
3) 
Up to 2 revisions are allowed with all services. A “revision” is defined as a consolidated round of changes submitted in a single request. The Freelancer is not obligated to perform any duties after 2 revisions to the product have been made and delivered. All revision requests must be made within 90 days of receiving the first version of the product. Delivery timelines are paused while payment is outstanding. If more revisions are requested, an additional fee of $100.00 per additional revision will be charged. DISCLAIMER: some raw video clips may not have audio, as footage is occasionally shot in slow motion. This is a HIGHLIGHT REEL, which is a montage of soundless video clips set to music. This is NOT a full event video with guaranteed audio of any portion of the production day.

(c) Freelancer and other employees hired by the freelancer are entitled to food and beverage during the period of filming, should the event be longer than 3 hours, at which time the Freelancer will take a 30min break. This meal break will occur while guests are eating; the Client accepts that during this time no special events will occur during this time and no video or photography will occur at this time. The Freelancer shall not be responsible for missed coverage during designated meal breaks. Freelancer is not entitled to receive any other compensation or any benefits from Client. Except as otherwise required by law. Client shall not withhold any sums or payments made to Freelancer for social security or other federal, state, or local tax liabilities or contributions, and all withholdings, liabilities, and contributions shall be solely Freelancer’s responsibility. Freelancer further understands and agrees that the Services are not covered under the unemployment compensation laws and are not intended to be covered by workers’ compensation laws.

(d) Freelancers will not be responsible for taking photos on behalf of guests with their own equipment or Freelancer equipment. It is the responsibility of the Client to ensure that photos of all requested attendees and events are taken, by relaying the information to the Freelancer personally or through an event coordinator. 

(e) The Freelancer and anyone hired by the Freelancer will be contracted for a total of  ______ hrs on the Production Date. Should the Freelancer and anyone hired by the Freelancer be requested and approved by the Client to stay longer than the agreed upon time frame, an additional $100.00 per hour, per employee of the Freelancer, will be added to the balance.

(f) The Client will deliver a call sheet with times and locations at least 72 hours before the Production Date. If the Freelancer does not have the call sheet with the location where the production will occur, the Freelancer is not responsible for failing to complete the duties of this contract and may cancel or proceed with reduced coverage without liability. If there are modifications to time, schedule, location or any such detail that deviates from the time schedule that occur during the day, the Freelancer is not responsible for any missed coverage and will not be liable if the number of photos or the length of video does not match that of the Agreement.
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DELIVERABLES: Client hereby retains Freelancer, and Freelancer hereby agrees to create and release for Client the following items (hereafter known as “deliverables”): 

1 full finished edited highlight montage video,  ________ edited event photos. Deliverables may take up to 90 business days to be delivered to the Client. All delivered media (both photography and video) must be downloaded within 2 months of receiving the deliverables - Freelancer is not responsible for any lost delivered media after aforementioned length of time, and is not obligated to retain any deliverables listed under the “INDEPENDENT CONSULTANT AGREEMENT SCOPE OF SERVICES” in Exhibit A after the 2 months of delivery.

3. Indemnification / Release:  
(a) Personal Injury. Personal Injury is defined as an acute injury or illness requiring medical attention from a hospital or medical provider. Freelancer agrees to take all necessary precautions to prevent injury to any persons during the performance of the duties on the Production Date. The Freelancer reserves the right to negotiate a partial or full reimbursement of any medical fees resulting from personal injury. The Freelancer will attempt to obtain reimbursement from the venue, person or establishment that is directly responsible for the personal injury for restitution first. Outside of the Production Day, while at the Destination, the Freelancer shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless the Client, its officers, directors, shareholders, employees, representatives and/or agents from any claim, liability, loss, cost, damage, judgment, settlement or expense (including attorney’s fees) resulting from or arising in any way out of injury (including death) to any person arising in any way out of any act, error, omission or negligence on the part of the Freelancer or any Freelancer Employee. 




(b) Equipment Damage/Theft. The Freelancer holds the Client responsible for the reasonable protection of the gear used in the performance of the duties listed in this Agreement on the Production Day (meaning at any point on location for that day only), and to be accessible at all times by the Freelancer. The Freelancer reserves the right to negotiate a partial or full reimbursement of the cost of any broken or stolen equipment from the Client. The Freelancer will reach out to the venue or establishment that is directly responsible for the damage or theft for restitution first. Outside of the Production Day, while at the Destination, the Freelancer shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless the Client, its officers, directors, shareholders, employees, representatives and/or agents from any claim, liability, loss, cost, damage, judgment, settlement or expense (including attorney’s fees) resulting from or arising in any way out of theft or damage to property arising in any way out of any act, error, omission or negligence on the part of the Freelancer or any Freelancer Employee. 

(c) Total Liability. The Freelancer’s total liability under this Agreement shall not exceed the total amount paid by Client.

(d) Music Licensing. The Freelancer will not include copyrighted music in any deliverables unless the music has been properly licensed for the specific intended use. The Freelancer retains sole and absolute discretion to determine whether any music presents legal, copyright, platform, or licensing risk and may refuse to use any music for any reason. If the Client provides, requests, suggests, or directs the use of any specific music (including but not limited to commercially released songs, streaming links, downloads, CDs, or third-party files), the Client represents and warrants that the Client has secured all necessary rights and licenses, including but not limited to synchronization rights, master use rights, mechanical rights, public performance rights, and digital distribution rights, sufficient to permit the Freelancer to reproduce, edit, synchronize, publicly perform, distribute, stream, and display the music in connection with the deliverables without restriction. The Freelancer shall have no obligation to verify the existence, validity, or scope of any such licenses and may rely entirely on the Client’s representations. The Client assumes full legal and financial responsibility for any and all claims, demands, takedown notices, copyright strikes, account penalties, demonetization actions, cease-and-desist letters, lawsuits, damages, fines, settlements, judgments, or expenses (including attorney’s fees and court costs) arising out of or related to the use of Client-provided or Client-directed music. The Client agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the Freelancer, its owners, officers, employees, contractors, agents, successors, and assigns from and against any and all third-party claims or governmental actions arising from alleged copyright infringement or other intellectual property violations relating to Client-supplied or Client-directed music. This indemnification obligation shall survive delivery of the deliverables, publication of the deliverables, and termination of this Agreement. In the event of any claim, platform warning, copyright strike, legal threat, or reasonable belief of infringement, the Freelancer reserves the immediate right, without prior notice or approval from the Client, to remove, mute, replace, re-edit, or withdraw the affected deliverable from any platform or distribution channel. Any such modification shall not constitute a breach of this Agreement, and the Freelancer shall not be liable for any resulting loss of use, promotional impact, revenue, or damages. Under no circumstances shall the Freelancer’s total liability relating to music usage exceed the total amount paid by the Client under this Agreement.  

4. Termination:  
This Agreement shall be effective on the date hereof and shall continue unless terminated by both parties upon 14 business days written notice. If the agreement is terminated and it is deemed appropriate by both parties, a refund may be requested. If the Freelancer is unable to staff the event due to employee cancellations, the Freelancer will notify the Client before 7 days of the event and the Freelancer will fully refund the deposit and be able to terminate the agreement. Cancellations related to the Production Date (vendor, venue, etc.) do not qualify as a valid excuse for refund. If the Client wishes to cancel the service at any point after signing the agreement, 50% of the remaining balance (the sum total minus the deposit) will be due to the Freelancer and the agreement will be terminated. If the duties have been performed and delivered by the Freelancer, no refund under any circumstances will be due to the Client.




5. Independent Contractor:
(a) Client and Freelancer expressly agree and understand that Freelancer is an independent contractor and nothing in this Agreement shall be construed in any way or manner, to create between them a relationship of employer and employee, principal and agent, partners or any other relationship other than that of independent parties contracting with each other solely for the purpose of carrying out the provisions of the Agreement. Accordingly, Freelancer acknowledges that Freelancer and Freelancer’s Employees are not eligible for any Client benefits, including, but not limited to, health insurance, retirement plans or stock option plans. Freelancer is not the agent of Client and is not authorized and shall not have the power or authority to bind Client or incur any liability or obligation, or act on behalf of Client. At no time shall Freelancer represent that it is an agent of the Client, or that any of the views, advice, statements and/or information that may be provided while performing the Services are those of the Client.
(b) Freelancer is solely responsible for directing and controlling the performance of the Services, including the manner in which the Services are performed. Freelancer shall use its best efforts, energy and skill in its own name and in such manner as it sees fit.

6. Employment and Subcontracting
(a) The Freelancer reserves the right to hire and fire employees for the duties listed in this agreement. The Freelancer may utilize any freelancer or employee under ZGN Productions, to complete the tasks listed in this agreement. Changes to employee staff may occur without notice. If any flight or hotel reservations must be altered due to employee changes, the Freelancer will absorb any associated costs.

7. General:
(a) This Agreement does not create an obligation on Client to continue to retain Freelancer beyond the termination of this Agreement, or for the Freelancer to perform duties for the Client beyond the termination of this Agreement. This Agreement may not be changed unless mutually agreed upon in writing by both parties.  

(b) Each provision herein shall be treated as a separate and independent clause, and the unenforceability of any one clause shall in no way impair the enforceability of any of the other clauses herein. 


(c) This Agreement contains the entire agreement between the parties hereto with respect to the transactions contemplated herein. The language of all parts of this Agreement will in all cases be construed as a whole in accordance with its fair meaning and not for or against either party.

(d) Force Majeure. Neither party shall be liable for any failure or delay in performance under this Agreement (other than payment obligations) to the extent such failure or delay is caused by events beyond their reasonable control, including but not limited to acts of God, natural disasters, fire, flood, earthquake, severe weather, war, terrorism, government orders or restrictions, labor disputes, transportation failures, power outages, pandemics, public health emergencies, or venue closures (“Force Majeure Event”). In the event of a Force Majeure Event that prevents performance on the Production Date, the parties shall make reasonable efforts to reschedule. If rescheduling is not possible, the Agreement may be terminated, and any refund shall exclude non-refundable fees, expenses, or costs already incurred by the Freelancer.

(e) The Freelancer grants the Client a non-exclusive, personal-use license to all media captured, edited or modified. No commercial resale without the express permission of the Freelancer will be permitted. The Freelancer may use media for promotional purposes. Such promotion may include social media posts, instant messages to clients, or other forms of outreach to obtain more clientele. Should the Freelancer receive a request for references, the Freelancer will only provide contact information (email or phone number only) upon requesting the permission of the Client to do so. NO personal information such as home addresses will be shared for any reason.

(f) All notices provided for in this Agreement shall be given in writing and shall be effective when either served by hand delivery, electronic facsimile transmission, express overnight courier service, or by registered or certified mail, return receipt requested, addressed to the parties at their respective addresses as set forth at the beginning of this Agreement, or to such other address or addresses as either party may later specify by written notice to the other. 

This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of  ___________________. The Venue(s) shall lie exclusively in  __________________________________.
